 Richmond Sixth District Councilmember, Ellen F. Robertson, the Friends of Cannon Creek 

Greenway, and the Richmond Sixth District civic associations  invite North side residents of all ages to 

join them in the North side Bicycling & Walking Celebration of the Cannon Creek Bicycle & Pedestrian 

Trail that is located adjacent to the Richmond-Henrico Turnpike (a two-lane city street).  The two 

completed off-road sections of the Cannon Creek Bicycle & Pedestrian Trail begin at the Trial’s 

intersection with Valley Road to the south and end where the Trail intersects at its north end with E. 

Brookland Park Blvd.  The Celebration consists of a Bicycling and a Walking Event along the Trail and 

its nearby North side street connectors, many of which are marked with bike lanes and sharrows.

                                           TIME:  9:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.  
 
                                           LOCATION:  Bicycling and walking participants meet at 9:00 a.m. to begin the 
Events at the small park and tennis courts located directly across Dove Street opposite the old 
National Guard Armory at the intersection of Dove Street and the Richmond-Henrico Turnpike.  
Adequate vehicle parking is available along both sides of Dove Street in front of the Armory.  Toilet 
facilities will be available there also.  For both the bicycling and walking events, participants should 
wear appropriate apparel and shoes suitable to the bicycling and walking activities.  The Bike Ride is 
approximately 10.5 miles long and the Walking Event covers approximately 2.2 miles.  Cold water will 
be provided at rest stops along the bicycling and walking routes.  Both events will be led and 
supervised by experienced Biking and Walking leaders. The Bike/Walk Events will end on or before 
11:00 a.m. at the small park and tennis courts along Dove St. where they began.  There, free food and 
cold drinks will be provided for the biking and walking participants.   
 
The Rain Date for the Bike/Walk Celebration is Saturday, July 11, 2015. The starting and finishing 
times and location are the same as for June 27th.
